Sonoran Desertand mountains. Itishometo a magnificent array of desert adapted plants and animals,
and affords stunning views of the McDowell Mountains.

The Scottsdale Preserve also boasts aninterconnected network of over 225 miles of trails for hiking,
mountain bikingand horsebackriding. Thetrails can be accessed from one of eight major trailhead
facilities, and are open sunrise tosundown. amenities vary at each trail head; visit the City’s website for
moredetails. Trail maps are available free of charge at all majortrailheads, and can also be downloaded by
visiting ScottsdaleAZ.gov and searching "Preserve Maps."
